 Water Bottle 
 Bible 
 Snacks are allowed for the bus ride 
 Note: Bring a pillow and blanket on the bus 

with you for comfortable sleeping on the long 
trip 

THINGS YOU SHOULD NOT BRING: THESE ARE ABSOLUTES! 
1. No Hullabaloo- CD players, game-boys, I-pods, Mp3 Players, PC's, etc.  

 NOTE: Cell phones are allowed on the bus to call parents ONLY 

2. No Bling- no jewelry, no spaghetti straps, no short shorts, shirts must cover belly & shorts must cover the 
bootie! 

 
MEDICINE AT CAMP 
Give ALL meds, vitamins, aspirin, etc. to bus crew boss at bus drop locations or turn in at camp registration if driving 
camper.  The camp facility has an infirmary staffed with medical personnel who will dispense all meds according to your 
instructions.  All inhalers will remain with the camper at all times and it is their responsibility to have it with 
them when needed.   
Note: Place campers' meds in a labeled zip-lock bag with their name and directions on how to administer these items. 
 
DISMISSAL & CANCELLATION 
The Camp Director reserves the right to dismiss any camper whose influence or conduct becomes detrimental to the best 
interest of the program.  No refunds will be made for dismissed campers.  Any cancellations 4 weeks prior to camp start date 
will not be refunded the deposit. Any cancellations 2 weeks prior to camp start date will not be refunded. 
 
EMERGENCY PHONE NUMBER AT CAMP 
In case of an emergency, you can leave a message for the Still Water camp staff at the Red Cloud Camp office. The office 
phone number is 970-944-2625, which is separate from Still Water's office number.   Campers are not allowed to make 
phone calls, except on the bus, as this disrupts camp programming.  Any necessary communications from you to your camper 
will be made through the Camp Director.  The Camp Director or nurse will contact you in the case there is information you 
should know about your camper. 
 
TRANSPORTATION DETAILS-  
The bus from San Antonio will make at least two stops on the way out to Colorado, including a meal, and will make at least 
two stops on the way back, including a meal.
